Inaugural 'Talking Ed's' Seminar Success
 

In this seminar series, two members of the Fellowship present their research
findings (including a recent publication), with a focus on their research
methodologies, to the wider college membership (Fellows, students, staff). The first
seminar was held on Tuesday, 28th November from 6 to 7 pm with Dr Charlotte
Kenchington and Dr Barry Colfer.

Dr Kenchington's presentation on "Soft Corals and Very Old Fossils" discussed the
way that studies of soft corals, a poorly understood component of contemporary
reef ecosystems, could offer parallels that illuminate the factors that influenced
some of the earliest animal fossil communities - creatures with no shells or bones,
that were immobile and lived on the sea-floor.

Dr Colfer's presentation on "Borders and Identities after Brexit: Remaking Irish-UK
relations" explored the methodological complexities of studying contemporary and
near-contemporary political events, as well as looking at the impact that the 'Hard
Brexit' pursued by successive UK Governments has had on UK-Irish relations, due to
a breakdown in the networks and communities of co-operation built up around EU
institutions. 

Both presentations were fascinating and well-received, and spurred a number of
interesting questions from the floor. Further sessions will be held in the coming
year.

Wuhan Textile University to expand St Edmund’s Global Summer
Programme
 

St Edmund’s College was delighted to welcome an academic delegation from Wuhan
Textile University (WTU) for further discussions to expand the relationship following
the very successful Materials Science Innovation programme which was launched in
August 2023.

St Edmund’s Global Programmes intends to include a Computer Science/AI focused
cohort alongside the Materials Science Innovation programme in 2024. Both
programmes will continue to include discussion based English Language modules
and presentations to develop confidence in speaking English.

St Edmund’s College representatives led by Rob Preston (Domestic Bursar) and
Katharine Cantell (Development Office) along with education partners BlueBridge
Education concluded the meeting by signing an MOU with Huiyu Tian (Secretary of
the Party Committee) from WTU and exchanging gifts.

St. Edmund’s alumnus and BlueBridge Education Managing Director Stewart Eru
said: “We are delighted with the progress we made this summer which really
unlocked the potential of these programmes. Having such positive feedback from
the senior leadership at WTU really endorses the effort that the college community
played in delivering a memorable experience for the WTU students. We look forward
to growing further in 2024.“

Student Success at the European University Rowing Championships
 

Madeline Jackson (Medical Sciences Tripos, 2022) and her pairs partner qualified for
the European University Championships after leading the domestic field over
summer races. They flew to Poland having qualified for the lightweight pair, but
with a lack of lightweight competition due to weight restrictions, they were put in
the open-weight category instead, which was a big step up, particularly over a short
course.

They were delighted to progress through the heats and repogage and entered the B
final seeded second to the French. After a very exciting final, they came from a
length down in second place to take the win by 0.2 seconds! They placed 5th overall
on time at the European University Championships. Madeline says, "Massive thank
you to our Colleges (St Edmunds's and Jesus) for supporting us and to CUBC for
supporting our entry to this event."

European University of Flensburg announces closer cooperation with
the Von Hügel Institute at St Edmunds College
 

The international conference Conflict Resolution and Interreligious Encounter, which
took place on 5-8 September and was jointly organised by the the Von Hügel
Institute (VHI) and the Wasatia Graduate School at the European University of
Flensburg (EUF), provided a fertile ground to discuss possible forms of institutional
cooperation between the two institutions

After the conference, Prof Dr Ulrich Glassman, EUF Vice-President for Europe and
International Affairs, explained that the aim of this event was “research
collaboration on questions of justice and reconciliation, political ethics and
interreligious dialogue as represented by the European Wasatia Graduate School for
Peace and Conflict Resolution” and that “we would very much like to expand this
collaboration institutionally”, thanks especially to the extensive work of Prof Ralf
Wüstenberg, Senior Research Associate at the VHI.

Life Fellow Helen Mason awarded the title ‘Emeritus Professor in
Solar Physics’ by the University of Cambridge.
 

Life Fellow, Helen Mason OBE, who retired from The Department of Applied
Mathematics and Theoretical Physics in 2017, has been awarded the title ‘Emeritus
Professor in Solar Physics’ by the University of Cambridge.

Helen has been based at Cambridge for over 40 years. She obtained a BSc (First
Class Honours) and PhD at the University of London. She has taught at Cambridge
University, London University and for the Open University. She was a Tutor at StEds
for many years and was Senior Tutor from 2006-2011. She has also served on
almost all the College committees. 

Helen’s field of research is solar physics, in particular the ultraviolet and X-ray
spectrum of the Sun. She has worked on many joint UK, NASA, ESA, Indian and
Japanese space projects including SoHO (Solar and Heliospheric Observatory),
Hinode, SDO (Solar Dynamics Observatory) and Chandraayan2. Solar space
observations have completely changed our view of the Sun. Helen is still an active
solar researcher involved in collaborations with colleagues in Europe, the USA and
India.

Helen loves to share her knowledge of the Sun with others, in particular school
students. She leads the SunSpaceArt project (SunSpaceArt.org), a team of scientists
and artists who have worked with hundreds of children and thousands of teachers
throughout the UK, aiming to inspire them and ignite their creativity

Remembering Dr Ann Kaminski
 

It is with great sadness that we share with you the news that Dr Ann Kaminski
passed away on Tuesday 31 October 2023 after a very short illness.

Ann had been a Governing Body fellow of St Edmund’s since October 2000 and was
known by many in the College for her sharp mind, willingness to help others and
her passion for supporting scientists around the world, particularly in Africa. Ann
joined Cancer Research UK in 2006 as Head of Scientific Administration, which
includes responsibility for graduate programmes at the Institute. Ann joined St
Edmund’s as a teaching fellow and was a Tutor for five years, serving on Council for
two terms between 2016 and 2020.

The first thirty years of Ann’s scientific career were spent at the lab bench. Having
completed her PhD at Robinson College, studying plant physiology and
photosynthesis, Ann held a research post at the University of Birmingham before
returning to the University of Cambridge in 1987 to take up a position in the
Department of Biochemistry.

Her appointment as Head of Scientific Administration by Prof Sir Bruce Ponder,
founding Director of the Cancer Research UK Cambridge Institute, marked a pivot in
Ann’s career. Far from the facility it is today, the Institute started its life as a
portacabin on the Biomedical Campus with a membership that could be counted on
one hand.

In those early years, Ann’s generosity of spirit, tenacity and utter commitment to
research excellence no doubt contributed significantly to the Institute's unique
culture and community.

These foundations, laid and maintained by Ann until only a few short weeks ago,
form part of her formidable legacy, along with the many generations of students
who she devotedly supported both at the Institute and at St Edmund’s College. She
will be sorely missed.
